Pig Spleen Weather Forecast for 2009

January to June
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January

Temperature – below normal tending to normal towards mid to late January

February

Continuing trend towards normal temperatures through the month.  
March

Temperature during the month of March will tend towards normal.
April

Temperature during the month of March will tend towards normal.

May

Temperatures during the month will start out normal but will tend towards above normal on May 11 and will be warmer than normal for the end of March to June 15.  
June

Above normal temperatures during the first half of June. After June 15, temperatures will return to near normal.

Precipitation – January 3, 4, 5 small amount of precip – not significant.

January 12 and 20 precip.

Precipitation – February 1 big snow event followed by normal precip until the end of month.          Increasing precip towards the end of the month. 

A general weather trend will start around February 21 and last until March 17.  The peak of this system will be March 3-5.

From March 10 to April 5 there will be a definite east west split in provincial weather. East of Swift Current will tend to more winter conditions and West of Swift Current will tend to more mild, spring conditions.

Precip for April will be normal – nothing stands out.

Precipitation for May will center around the 10th with a big rain.
Precipitation for the June will be centered around June 10 with rain and possible rain/snow.  Although above average daily temps, there is a risk of night frost between June 10 and 25.

The east west split between Swift Current will again be pronounced during the month of June.

June 16 is a date to keep in mind as there will be a major event- might be political.
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
